    Acting Mayor Mark Ellsworth called the regular meeting of the Hughes Brook Council to order at 8:50pm with Councillors Gary Wells, Freeman Parsons, Joy Hussey, Bruce Lidstone and Clerk Joy Taylor in attendance.  Gallery: present Norma White, Debbie White and Chelsea Boaler.

    Councillor Hussey motioned to adopt the January 6th and 13th, 2020 meetings as circulated, seconded by Councillor Parsons, carried.  Councillor Lidstone motioned to adopt the January 21st, 2020 Agenda as presented, seconded by Councillor Hussey, carried.
    Documents received regarding the Courts decision to reinstate the two vacated seats since December 2017, Councillors Parsons and Wells were welcomed back to Council.
    Motioned by Councillor Hussey that Councillor Parsons accept the position of Deputy Mayor, seconded by Councillor Lidstone.  Acting Mayor Ellsworth stated that he would accept the Mayor position but will revisit at a later date.   Carried.

    Water Workshop in Gander March 23 – 26, 2020.  Deferred until next meeting.
    Received a balance for the net-metering from NL Power for $1348.20.  Councillor Lidstone motioned to pay, seconded by Deputy Mayor Parsons, carried.
    Boil Order Lifted on January 21st, 2020 @3:30pm.  Posted on outside wall and FB page.
    Gas Tax reminder of the annual exp. Report is due March 31, 2020.
    Received a letter from Meadows Town Council for support of a Fire Rescue Vehicle.  All in favor of signing and returning the letter of support.
   Town of Irishtown-Summerside requested a HIS meeting tonight at 7pm.  Council had plans in place for meetings and could not attend.
    Councillor Hussey motioned to post the position for Maintenance Personel, seconded by Deputy Mayor Parsons, carried.  Council will do list for the post.

    Received an application from the Green Team program 2020, deadline if February 14th, 2020.  Clerk to check into and deferred to next meeting.
    Received a snow clearing complaint on January 14th, complaint only was forwarded onto the contractor and taken care off that same day.   
    Nomination Day was held on Monday, January 20th, 2020 from 8am-8pm with two candidates putting their names forward.  Congratulations were extended to both candidates in the gallery.  Election Day is set for Thursday, February 13th, 2020 from 8am-8pm.
    Councillor Lidstone mentioned that there were some snow clearing issues that Council needs to deal with.   Council will set a meeting with the contractor at a later date.
    Flow study was discussed.  Now that the new chlorine system is working, Council will check into.
    Renumeration for both reinstated Councillors will be looked at as a motion was previously done.
    Council will draft a letter to send to the Federal Environment concerning the brook and crown lands situations at the beginning of Town.
