Discussions regarding Municipal Plan.  Council would like hard copy printed for residents to review.  Some concern regarding 2 protected wells, should be removed, not in operation & not connected to current water system.  Not the water supply.  Discussions in the past regarding removal of same, Municipal Affairs gave go ahead, need motion to send to Municipal Affairs and go from there.  Motioned by Councillor Lidstone to have the wells removed.  Seconded by Councillor LeShane, all in favour, carried.  Draft Plan states that the Main Road is serviced by Department of Transportation, that needs to be changed.
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Private emails discussed; Council should not get emails through their personal email address.  Check into costs.  More privacy issues – deferred

Sand & salt – 30 additional tonnes approved March 3, 2020.  School busses are a concern, hills, turns and intersections also.  Not required on the sides of the roads at this time, Council reserves the right to request at a latter time.  Advised to use as needed.  Kim Penney advised that they used some of Tex’s last night and this morning, not going to charge unless it gets to be too much.   Advised to proceed as normal.  Clerk will send Kim an email for reference.

Residents in violation of Town/Municipal Regulations – deferred

Remote attendance – 2 Councillors will require this.  What happens if two of them are out of Town at the same time, how will it be determined who gets to use the remote access.  Will check into the Municipal Act and go from there.  May have been previous amendment, clerk to look for minutes before May 2019 – after Glen was out. (October 2018)

Clerk updated Council on 2 Street Lights requested to be installed.
